Juniper Cummings 
of the Conventual Franciscans as our mission appeal speaker last 
weekend.  Both he and I are so grateful for the sacrificially gen-
erous outpouring of support for his missionary work in Zambia.

 And finally, back by Pastor’s demand, I give you the info-
mercial for PeaceFest, which is a little over a month away:  As 
we continue to make preparations for PeaceFest 2010, it is im-
perative that we see our parish festival not simply as our largest 
and most vital fundraising effort of the year (although it is 
this!!!) but also as our most attractive invitation and extended 
outreach to those in our local community who do not yet call 
Queen of Peace their home.
